NOTE BY THE DEPARTMENT OF STATE

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
THE U.S. TRADE AND DEVELOPMENT AGENCY
AND
THE MINISTRY OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS OF THE KYRGYZ
REPUBLIC

The U.S. Trade and Development Agency (TDA) and the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Kyrgyz Republic (Ministry);

Recognizing the importance of cooperation in encouraging U.S.
investment in major projects in the Kyrgyz Republic;

Taking into account the favorable implications for trade
expansion of the economic restructurihg of and the development of a
market-based economy in the Kyrgyz Republic; and

Pursuant to the principle of equality and mutual benefit;

Have reached the following understanding;

The Ministry and TDA agree to work together to encourage
greater U.S. investment in major projects in the Kyrgyz Republic,
particularly in high priority sectors, such as mining and minerals and
power engineering.  As a first step, TDA will send a Definitional
Mission to the Kyrgyz Republic composed of 2-3 technical specialists to
review geological and other data. The results of the Definitional
Mission will be provided to the U.S. mining industry at an appropriate
forum. :

The Mihistry agrees to provide assistance to TDA and its
consultants in the issuance of visas and in organizing appropriate
meetings and contacts during their visits to the Kyrgyz Republic in
connection with this Memorandum. In particular, the Ministry shall



provide assistance in ensuring that the TDA consultants are provided
access to geological, geophysical, and other data, and assistance in
arranging site visits in the Kyrgyz Republic.

The U.S. Embassy in Bishkek and the Embassy of the Kyrgyz
Republic in Washington shall provide appropriate assistance in
carrying out the objectives of this Memorandum of Understanding.
